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JAPAN (ROHS LIKE) LEGISLATIVE IMPACT ASSESSMENT
Introduction
The “Law for the Promotion of Effective Utilisation of Resources” (PEUR, Law 48 – enacted 1991), The aim of the PEUR Law is to promote integrated initiatives for the 3Rs (reduce, reuse, recycle). It uses cabinet orders to designate the industries and product categories where businesses are required to undertake 3R initiatives, and recommended voluntary actions.
This Law was amended, commonly referred to as J-Moss by the Ordinance of the Ministry (of Economy, Trade and Industry) to demand Design for Environment (DfE) of business entities by indicating judgment criteria, and entered into force July 1, 2006,
Two primary provisions:

1. Manufacturers and importers obliged to provide information on chemical substances contained in the products

2. Promotion of DfE, required (previously of only manufacturers), will now be required of import sellers also.
Target Substances
J-Moss - Promotes the use of recyclable resources and parts.
• Target Products include: Personal computers (including their display units of CRT or LCD type), Unit-type air conditioners (excluding package-type air conditioners), Television sets, Microwave ovens, Clothes dryers, Refrigerators, washing machines, copying machines (Non-Business equipment)
Target Substances:
Same substances and homogeneous material “standard values” as EU RoHS (i.e.01% for cadmium, .1% for all others…also called reference percent contents).There is no upper limit on allowable concentrations.
There are similar exemptions to the EU list of exemptions.
Product Marking Requirements:
Content markings will indicate whether the content rate of the targeted substances is within or exceeds the standard value.
The marking standard has to follow Standard JIS C 0950 – 2005 which follows the requirements for China marking.

 JIS C 0950 – 2005 specifies the markings to be used to indicate the presence of hazardous chemical

substances in electrical and electronic equipment covered by the PEUR law.

• Markings to be applied on equipment body, package container, printed matter and websites

 (Note Where China marking of banned substances is o or x, Japan required indication of >0.1%wt if over the reference percent or o if under or “Exempt” if Applicable)
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
